BACKGROUND

The Suwannee River Water Management District (District) is one of the five water management
districts created by the Florida Legislature through the passage of the Water Resources Act of
1972. This year marks the 40™ Anniversary of the establishment of Florida’s water management
districts.

A Governing Board of nine members, appointed by the Governor and confirmed by the Florida
Senate, sets policy and direction for the District. Board members serve four-year terms.

The District covers approximately 7,640 square miles, which is nearly 12% of the State’s land
area. This area includes all or part of 15 counties in north central Florida. The District has the
highest concentration of first magnitude freshwater springs in the United States and the highest
concentration of freshwater springs in the State. Additionally, some of State’s most scenic and
least-developed rivers, streams, lakes, and landscapes are located in the District.

The District covers 13 river basins, which include the following major rivers: Suwannee, Santa
Fe, Withlacoochee, Aucilla, Alapaha, Ichetucknee, Fenholloway, Steinhatchee, Econfina,
Waccasassa, and Wacissa. Over 50% of the Aucilla, Alapaha, Withlacoochee, and Suwannee
river basins are located in Georgia.

Governing Board Members have provided important leadership to protect the District's water
resources to benefit our citizens and environment and have worked diligently to implement the
District’s mission. The attached resolutions extend appreciation and commend past Governing
Board Members for their efforts to carry out the District's water supply, water quality, flood
protection, and natural systems responsibilities.
